Please also submit a 50-word biographical statement of the presenter or presenting group for inclusion in the brochure. All attachments must be in a single Word document. It is not necessary to send a hard copy of your proposal. Receipt of proposals will be acknowledged by email. Please note that we are requesting ONE contact person per proposal; co-presenters should coordinate with each other and through that contact person.
